4.  What customers are waiting for orders that were never shipped?
5.  What is the average time (in days) between receiving an order and shipping the order?
6.  Compile a parts listing giving part number, description, item class and price. On the listing, print the full item class rather than the abbreviation, that is, HW should print  HOUSEWARES; SG, SPORTING GOODS; AP, APPLIANCES . Order by item class.

7.  Print all the parts descriptions and unit price for all parts where the part number begins with the letter C. 


8.  If we get an alphabetical listing of all customers by last name, which letter will have the greatest number of customers?

9.  List the names of parts that were never purchased.

10.  For all customers who have not placed an order in Sept. 1998, list the customer's name, first name followed by last name, with initial letters capitalized, then their city and state.
