A table to hold the values to be incremented must be created and initialized in Access.  The actual incrementing takes place as an event which is attached to a menu box.  The following code will insert new members values entered on the screen into user XXX's Oracle tables, increment the member number in the Access dummy table, open the main form and save the member registration form.

    DoCmd.OpenForm ("Main")

    DoCmd.Close acForm, "Member Reg", acSaveYes
